Eotvos Jozsef a weimari Liszt Ferenc Zenemliveszeti Fdiskolan
szerezte meg diplomajat, ahol a gitar mellett zeneszerzest is tanult.
2002-ben, Magyarorszagon elscként elinditotta a klasszikus gitar
mveszképzest a budapesti Liszt Ferenc Zenemuveszeti Egyete-
men (Zeneakadémian). Jelenleg is a Zeneakadémia gitar tansza-
kanak vezetd tanara. Tanitvanyai gyakran hoznak értekes helye-
zéseket neves nemzetkozi gitarversenyekrdl, nehanyuk neve mar
| nemzetkozileg is jol ismert.

Atiratai az els§ pillanattél nagy nemzetkézi sikert hoztak Bach
iratanak tartja, lemezfelvétele 1998-ban Japanban az év legjobb
klasszikus zenei felvétele lett. Tovabbi fontosabb atiratai: Chopin
tobb zongoramlive, J. S. Bach lantmliveinek atirata, valamint
Brahms Magyar Tancai, és a hamarosan megjelenésre kerils
Bartok-atiratai. Legismertebb gitarmivei tobbek kozott a
Willow- Vanac:ok az Ot Aforizma és a fuvola-gitarra irt Tollpihék. 2006-ban jelent meg Bach zenéjének
el6adasmadjardl sz616 konyve magyar nyelven. A kényv angolul How to Play Bach cimmel 2013-ban ke-
riilt kiadasra. 2002-ben és 2010-ben Artisjus-dijat kapott kortars mivek el6adasaért. 2003-ban doktori
cimet szerzett a Pozsonyi Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts egyetemen. 2004-ben el6adom(ivészi
munkassagaért Liszt-dijjal tintettek ki.

Hazai és kiilfoldi koncertjei mellett gyakran hivjak nemzetkozi versenyek zstirijébe, illetve mesterkurzusok,
eldadasok tartasara is. 2006 6ta a Balatonfiredi Nemzetkozi Gitarfesztival miveszeti vezetje. 2013-ban
elinditotta az Ectvos Zenei Alapitvanyt, melynek célja a magyarorszagi fiatal zenei tehetségek tamogatasa.

Jézsef Edtvés graduated from the Ferenc Liszt College of Music in Weimar, where, besides the guitar,
he studied composing as well. First in Hungary, he launched the classical guitar artist training at the Liszt
Ferenc Academy of Music in 2002, then a few years later the guitar doctoral course as well. He is a leader
of the guitar faculty at the Liszt Academy in Budapest. His students often return with valuable prizes from
international guitar competitions, some of them are already internationally renowned.

His arrangements brought international success from the outset. His solo-guitar arrangement of Bach’s
Goldberg Variations is considered to be the arrangement of the century, his album recorded in 1998 in Ja-
pan was declared the best musical record of the year. His other major arrangements: Chopin’s piano pieces,
J.S. Bach’s Lute Works, Brahms' Hungarian Dances, and his Bartok arrangements soon to be published.
His best-known guitar pieces are among others the Willow-Variations, the Five Aphorisms and the Feath-
erflakes composed for the flute and the guitar. His book on the manner of performing Bach’s music was
published in 2006.The book was published in English in 2013 with the title “How to Play Bach”. In 2002
and 2010 he was awarded with the Artisjus prize for performing contemporary music. In 2003 he gained
a Doctor of Musical Arts degree at the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts in Pozsony. In 2004 he was
awarded the Liszt Prize for his performing art.

He has been the artistic director of the Balatonfiired International Guitar Festival since 2006. In 2013
he launched the Eotvos Music Foundation, whose objective is to support the young talents studying in
Hungarian secondary and tertiary musical education.

Magyarorszagi tanulmanyait Ectvos
Jozsef, Szilvagyi Sandor és Roth Ede osztalyaban
folyatatta. A 2012/2013-as tanévben Los Angelesben
a University of South California Thornton School of
Music-on végzett posztgradualis tanulmanyokat, ahol
tanarai Scott Tennant és William Kanengiser voltak.
Zeneakademistakent ket alkalommal volt koztarsasa-
gi osztondijas és haromszor nyerte el a Fischer Annie
osztondijat. 2009-ben megkapta a Prima Primissima
Alapitvany Junior Prima zenemdveszeti dijat. 2010-

Franciaorszagban, Gorogorszagban, Indiaban, Kinaban, Oroszorszagban és Romaniaban.

Andras Csaki is a definitive artist of the young guitarist generation. In 2007 he graduated with honours
from the Academy of Music. Afterwards he got his DLA degree here at the Doctoral Course of the
Liszt Ferenc Academy of Music. In Hungary he studied under the guidance of Jozsef Eotvos, Sandor
Szilvagyi and Ede Roth. In 2012/2013 he was taking post-gradual courses in Los Angeles at the Univer-
sity of South California Thornton School of Music, where his masters were Scott Tennant and William

Kanengiser. As a student at the Academy of Music he gained the Fellowship granted by the Republic

twice and won the Fischer Annie Scholarship three times. In 2009 he received the Junior Prima Mu-
sical Award of the Prima Primissima Foundation. In 2010 he was awarded the Youths of March Prize.
Up to 2011 he was laureate of 24 international competitions, of which the first prizes of the Tokio Inter-
national Guitar Competition (2008), the Michele Pittaluga International Guitar Competition (2009),
the Julian Arcas International Guitar Competition (2011) stand out. Two pieces of his second solo-al-
bum - published in 2010 by Naxos International- were listed in the Canadian Scholar of Music, Enrique
Robichaud’s book titled Guitar’s Top 100, in which the author selects three performances per piece he
deems notable and significant from the 100 most popular pieces of the guitar repertory. Since 2009 he
has been employed as an assistant lecturer at the Guitar Faculty of the Liszt Ferenc Academy of Music.
He is frequently requested to hold courses abroad. He has already taught in the US, England, Estonia,
France, Greece, India, China, Russia and Romania.
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HANS WILHELM KAUFMANN

Hans Wilhelm Kaufmann a Brémai Muivészeti
Féiskolan tanit gitart, gitarmodszertant és vezeti
a fdiskola gitar egylttesét. 1982-ben megalapi-
totta a Rotenburgi Gitarhét (Rotenburger Gitar-
renwoche) elnevezésli nemzetkozi gitarfesztival,
amelynek f& salypontjat a mesterkurzusok, a ka-
marazene és a koncertek adjak. Minden évben
6 vezeti a Rotenburgi Gitarhét Gitarzenekarat,
amellyel sok eredeti mlivet és feldolgozast bemu-
tatott mar. Olyan neves zeneszerzSk irtak miveket
az egyittesnek, mint Gustavo Becerra-Schmidt
(Chile); Nyikita Koskin (Oroszorszag); Celso
Machado (Brazilia) és Luis Molina (Kuba). Kauf-
mann rendszeresen vezet mesterkurzusokat eés
vezényel gitar egylitteseket. Rust (Ausztria) mel-
lett nemrég dolgozott Gdanskban és Sczcawnoban (Lengyelorszag) és az Osloi Zeneakadémian
(Norvégia). Szolistaként és kamarazenészként Kaufmann az egész vilagon gazdag koncerttapaszta-
lattal rendelkezik, kiilonosen a Das Neue KammerTrio nevii egyiittessel (furulya, bracsa és gitar),
amellyel CD-ket és radiofelvételeket is keszitettek.

Hans Wilhelm Kaufmann teaches guitar masterclasses at the University of the Arts Bremen, Ger-
many. More than 30 years ago, in 1982, he founded the Rotenburg Guitar Week, which is still today
one of the most popular guitar festivals in Germany. There he founded the Festival Guitar Orchestra
and brought many arrangements and original compositions onto the stage. Acknowledged compos-
ers such as Gustavo Becerra-Schmidt (Chile), Nikita Koshkin (Russia), Celso Machado (Brasil) and
Luis Molina among others (Cuba) wrote pieces for him. Kaufmann was also invited as a guest con-
ductor to festivals and academies in Rust (Austria), Oslo (Norway), Gdansk and Sczcawno (Poland).
He toured as guitar soloist as as well as member of the Das Neue KammerTrio with flute, viola and
guitar throughout the world. On many international guitar festivals he works as instructor, conduc-
tor and member of juries.




DALE KAVANAGH

A kanadai szarmazast Dale Kavanagh-t a vilag egyik
legtehetsegesebb gitarmdveszekent tartjak szamon.
1986 és 1988 kozott szamos elckeld dijat nyert a
spanyolorszagi Segovia Versenyen, az olaszorszagi
Gargnano Versenyen, a svajci Neuchatel Versenyen,
emellett a finnorszagi Skandinav Nemzetkozi Gitar-
verseny elsG helyezettje, valamint kulondijasa volt.
Dale Kavanagh szolistakent és zenekari kiserettel
is fellép a vilag szamos szinpadan. A német gitarmi-
vésszel, Thomas Kirchhoff-fal alkotjak az Amadeus
Gitar Duodt. Tobb mint ezer koncertet adott hat-
vannal tobb orszagban, rendszeres el6adoja és tanara
eurdpai, észak- és dél-amerikai, valamint azsiai zenei

fesztivaloknak. Zenekarok vendég szolistajaként sza-

mos alkalommal szerepelt tobbek kozott a Pragai
Kamarazenekarral, a Lipcsei Gewandhaus Zenekarral, a Wiirtembergi Kamarazenekarral, az Ankarai,
Izmiri &s Antalyai Filharmonia Zenekarral, az Edmonton Szimfonikus Zenekarral és a gothai Thiringen
Philharmoniaval.Dale Kavanagh a németorszagi Detmoldi Zenemivészeti Féiskola gitar professzora.
2003 és 2010 kozott az Acadia Egyetemen dolgozott vendégtanarként (Musician in Residence) és a
Koblenzi Nemzetkozi Gitar Akademian is tanitott.

A Hanssler Classic és Naxos International kiadokkal 1999 6ta mikodd kizarélagos szerzédése lehe-
tove tette, hogy eddig 16 CD-je jelent meg, amelyek a legjobb kritikakat kaptak a nemzetkozi zenei
folyoiratokban. Dale Kavanagh D’Addario hirokat hasznal.

Canadian-born Dale Kavanagh is acclaimed as one of the guitar world’s most gifted interpreters. Be-
tween 1986 and 1988 Ms. Kavanagh was a top prize-winner in Spain’s Segovia Competition, ltaly’s
Gargnano Competition, Switzerland’s Neuchatel Competition, and First and Special Prize winner in
Finland’s Scandinavian International Guitar Competition.

Dale Kavanagh performs internationally as a soloist, and in concertos with orchestra. She also is part
of the Amadeus Guitar Duo with German guitarist Thomas Kirchhoff, has given over one thousand
recitals in more than sixty countries and is a regular recitalist and teacher in music festivals throughout
Europe, North and South America, and Asia. As a guest soloist with Orchestra, Ms. Kavanagh has
performed on many occasions with the Prague Chamber Orchestra, Gewandhaus Orchestra of Leip-
zig, Wiirtemberger Chamber Orchestra, Philharmonic Orchestras of Ankara, Izmir and Antalya, the
Edmonton Symphony, Thiringen Philharmonie Gotha, to mention a few. Dale Kavanagh is Professor
of Guitar at the Musikhochschule in Detmold, Germany. She held the appointment of “Musician in
Residence” at Acadia University between 2003-2010, and and also was on Faculty at the Koblenz In-
ternational Guitar Academy.

Being an exclusive artist with Hanssler Classic and Naxos International since 1999 has enabled Dale
to make sixteen (16) CDs to date, which have received superlative reviews in many international music

magazines. Dale Kavanagh uses D"Addario Strings.

Madarasz Ivan 1949-ban sziletett Budapesten.
A Liszt Ferenc Zenem(ivészeti Egyetemen (Zene-
akadémian) Szervanszky Endre osztalyaban tanult
zeneszerzest és 1972-ben kapott kituntetéses dip-
lomat. Diplomamunkaja a Magyar Televizio meg-
rendelésére irott egyfelvonasos operaja volt.

A szinpadi zene Madarasz Ivan egész zene-
szerz6i palyajan meghatarozo, fontos mifaj. Elsé
operajan kivil még két egyfelvonasos zenedramat
alkotott. Lot cim{ operaja bibliai temaja, szintén
a Magyar Televizio szamara készilt. A Magyar
Allami Operahaz mutatta be Utolsé keringé cim
operajat. Szimfonikus mivek, oratériumok, kan-
tatak, valamint kamara- és elektronikus kom-

4 poziciok mellett szamos gitarzenekari mavet irt
az Esztergomi Nemzetkozi Gitarfesztival megrendelésére. Az ISCM (a Kortars Zene Nemzetkozi
Tarsasaga) két alkalommal is meghivta mlveit a Yokohamai és Svédorszagi Vilagfesztivaljara. Mve-
ib6l 7 52616 CD-album készilt, tovabbi 19 kompozicioja CD-antolégiaban jelent meg. Szamos mivét
rogzitette felvételen a Magyar Radio. Munkassagat Erkel-dijjal, Bartok-Pasztory-dijjal, valamint
a Koztarsasagi Erdemrend Lovagkeresztjével ismerték el.

Madarasz Ivan a Liszt Ferenc Zenem(ivészeti Egyetem professzora, az Artisjus — Magyar Szerzgi
Jogvéds Iroda elncke.

Ivan Madarasz was born in Budapest in 1949. He studied composing in the class of Endre Szervanszky
at the Liszt Ferenc Academy of Music and received his degree with honours in 1972. His thesis was a
one-act opera written on the request of the Hungarian Television.

Incidental music has been a decisive, important genre of Madarasz Ivan’s compositional career. Apart
from his first opera, he composed two one-act operas. His opera, titled Lot, based on a Bible story,
was also composed for the Hungarian Television. The Hungarian State Opera staged his opera titled
“The Last Waltz”. Besides symphonic pieces, oratorios, cantatas, chamber and electronic compositions,
he has written several guitar orchestra pieces upon the request of the Esztergom International Guitar
Festival.

ISCM (International Society for Contemporary Music) has invited his compositions twice to its
Yokohama and Swedish World Festivals. His compositions have been published on 7 solo CD-albums,
19 further compositions appeared on a CD-anthology. Several of his pieces have been recorded by the
Hungarian Radio. His accomplishment was rewarded with Erkel Prize, Bartok Prize, Pasztory Prize, and
with the Knight of Cross from the Order of Merit of the Hungarian Republic.

Ivan Madarasz is professor at the Liszt Ferenc Academy of Music, and president of Artisjus, Hungar-
ian Bureau for the Protection of Authors’ Rights.

Marek Nosal gitarmivesz, tanar 1993-ban kitiinte-
téssel végzett a katowicei Karol Szymanowski Aka-
démian Alina Gruszka professzor tanitvanyaként.

Dijazott volt a zamosci (1988), a varsoi (1989), a
krakkoi (1990) és a tychy-i (1990) gitarversenyeken.
Szolistaként, kamarazenészkeént és szimfonikus zene-
karokkal koncertezett Lengyelorszagban és kiilfoldon
(Németorszag, Belgium, Spanyolorszag, Portugalia,
Gorogorszag). Szerepelt a katowicei, lublini, czes-
tochowai és olsztyni filharmonikusokkal, a Lengyel
Radio Szimfonikus Zenekaraval, valamint olyan ka-
marazenekarokkal, mint példaul az Aukso, a Sziléziai

Kamarazenekar, az Archetti, a Camerata Impuls és

a Sziléziai Vonosnégyes. Zeneszerzékéent 2001-ben
